Designers and architects definitely have a lingo of their own, and sometimes it can be confusing to homeowners. Read on to find out what they mean when they say they will create an “elevation” drawing for your project…
An “elevation” is a drawing that shows the front or side of something.  A floor plan, by contrast, shows a space from above – as if you are looking down on the room from the ceiling.  Thus, you see the tops of everything, but you cannot view the front, side or back of an object.  An elevation gives you the chance to see everything from the other viewpoints.
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Ceiling Height

For rooms with sloped ceilings, at least 50 percent of the required floor area of the room must have a ceiling height of at least 7 feet (2134 mm) and no portion of the required floor area may have a ceiling height of less than 5 feet (1524 mm). 2.
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Foundation Plan

Foundation plan, footing sections and framing schedule
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The climate and environment where you're building, the availability of building materials, and the building’s purpose will all affect the resulting shape of its roof. For example, in most cases, the pitch of a roof (the angle it slopes at) will be proportional to the amount of snow and/or rainfall it's likely to see.
